LISTENING (30 marks) 

PART 1: 

This is a conversation between two speakers on an everyday, social topic. This means that 

you listen to two people talking to each other about arranging a trip, organising an event, etc. 

The focus is on listening for specific factual information. 

PART 2: 

This is a talk by one speaker on a general topic. This means that you listen to one person 

giving information about a public event, a service provided, etc. The focus is on listening for 

specific factual information. 

PART 3: 

This is a lecture or talk by one speaker on an academic or study-related topic. This means that 

you listen to a person giving a lecture, a talk, etc. The focus is on listening for main ideas, 

specific factual information, attitude and speakers’ opinions. 

 

WRITING (30 marks): 

The Writing Task requires you to write at least 250 words. You will be presented with a topic 

and will be tested on your ability to respond by giving and justifying an opinion, discussing the 

topic, summarizing details, outlining problems, identifying possible solutions and supporting 

what you write with reasons, arguments and relevant examples from your own knowledge or 

experience. 

You will have 40 minutes to complete the Task.  

If you write fewer than 250 words, you will be penalized by 1 mark for every 10 words.
